ParentPay

To ensure the smooth running of clubs, music lessons, activities and trips at
Chalfont St Peter Academy we use a secure online payment website called
ParentPay. Parents are asked to make all payments to school via the
ParentPay website rather than sending cash or cheques into the school office.

New to ParentPay?

You will need to create your secure online account by visiting
www.parentpay.com and using the unique activation username and password
which was sent home via a letter with all new Year 3 children last week and
emailed to other new families. You will then be prompted to change these to
something more memorable and private to you. If you have two or more
children at a ParentPay school, you only need to activate one account to create
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your ‘main account' and then add your other children via the Add a child
tab on your home page.

Already have a ParentPay account?

If you already have a ParentPay account, either with our school or another
ParentPay school, you can simply login to that account and add your other
children via the Add a child tab on your home page. You will need the
activation username and password to do this.

Please visit www.parentpay.com and activate your account via the Account
login area on the home page of the site.

ParentPay holds an electronic record of your payments to view at a later date.
Once you have activated your account you can make online payments straight
away.
